¾ Research shows that music participation is associated 
with academic achievement among children.  

¾ Listening to music stimulates cognition, and music 
training accentuates both mathematics and language 
development. 

¾ The above claimed associations have persisted across 
time and cultures, and these associations with child 
development then made their way into the public 
education system. 

¾ The general consensus, which persists today is that 
music is an important part of academic development. 

 



¾ Movement Is an important part of the music experience. There is 
evidence to suggest that this link between music and movement is 
established in early brain development. 

¾ The brain handles ambiguity in music via beat perception. 
¾ The brain of a newborn can detect a violation in beat structure, and 

also perceive hierarchical beat patterns in music. 
¾ Beat perception and synchronization = HEARING AND MOVING 

TO MUSIC IN TIME  
¾ The rhythm network in the brain is very extensive, and evidence 

shows that some regions of the brain are activated by listening to 
music. 

¾  music is often a multi-sensory experience, and these sensory 
inputs from sounds and body movement shape our definition of 
music.
